GUIDANCE TO THE TEACHER

ARABIC

Time: 2 Hours

Arabic Language Examination Papers are two: Paper one: Oral examination
(listening and speaking); paper two: written Examination (reading comprehension,
directed writing and continuous writing)
Arabic language (Paper 1) consists of two sections; Section A: tests listening
comprehension, and Section B tests speaking.

a) Section A: (Listening) - 20 scores
This section tests the learner’s knowledge and understanding of Arabic language. It
consists of 10 questions.
Each of the 10 questions carries 2 scores. This section is administered at the same time
for all candidates.

b) Section B: (speaking)- 20 Scores
This section consists of 3 parts namely; role play, topic presentation and general
conversation. The section is administered individually.
Part 1: Role play tests application of learnt knowledge in a new situation and it carries
S marks.
Part 2: Topic presentation tests creativity of the learner and that is why it carries 10
scores.
Part 3: General conversation tests Application of knowledge in a new situation and
carries S scores.
Details of modalities of the test administration is the same as other foreign languages
are assessed.

1. Paper Two : Written Examination (Reading And Writing)

This paper consists of two sections: Section A covers reading comprehension, and
Section B, Writing.

a) Section A: Reading comprehension -20 Scores

This sections consists of three parts (1, 2, and 3).
Part 1 assesses the candidate’s understanding of very short texts relating to signs,

notices, advertisements, announcements, forms, CV, etc. This part has 5 questions
carrying a total of 5 marks;



Part 2 consists of short texts with questions testing general understanding in which the
candidate is expected to identify the main points. This part also has 5 questions in total
carrying 5 marks.

Part 3 consists of two longer texts in which questions are expected to test understanding
of general and specific details (values, attitudes, emotions, ideas, main points or
themes). The part has 5 questions totaling 10 marks.

Section B: Directed writing (10 Scores)
In this section, a candidate is required to communicate a message in writing. The
Section has two parts:
Part 1 tests structured message of about 15 words (to invite, thank, excuse oneself,
inform, congratulate, ask, someone). It is therefore an assessment of candidate’s
creative writing ability and it carries 5 marks.
Part 2 tests candidate’s ability to apply learnt knowledge in a new situation in writing
post card, posters, etc. basing on stimulus material and it carries 5 marks.
Section C: Continuous Writing (10 scores)
This section consists of four questions. The learner attempts only one question of their
choice. All four questions test creation of knowledge and carry equal marks.
Below is a sample items you can follow to set end of term examinations papers. The
samples consist of two short response items and two long response items for senior
one and two.
These will enable you to set full papers for end of year assessment which will be 80%

of the total overall assessment. 20 % will be from end of chapter assessment (10%)

and Assessment of Projects (10%).
